The quick response made it possible
to have answers in the November Newsletter.
The responses also caused us to recognize the
need to look at updating our by-laws and at
clarifyofmguiiwar dradi
tices I put those practices in some written
form so members (both newer and seasoned)
have an accurate reference.

1. How many meetings can people attend r
before needing to be a member? Does anyon

keep track?

Several people suggested 3 meetings; how-
ever, our By-laws say:

Article III, Section 3

Guests may be invited to regular meetings
by members. A guest may attend two meet-
ings before joining.

2. Is there a family member discount?

No, was the predominate answer (Our By-
laws do not address this issue.) There was a
suggestion that this should be addressed espe-
cially if family members each sell items at our
sales. One person stated that children, under
18, are allowed to come with their parent.
Another thought that a second family member
could pay Y4 dues.

3. Is there an ageelated lifetime mem-
bership?

Again, our By-laws do not address this
issue. However, people have received an hon-
orary life-time membership at age 90 or less.
Again, this has been a traditional practice and
may benefit from clarity. Clarity especially
since many of us are moving in that age direc-
tion.
